medical ministry of Dr. Anand Kumar.  The Bible School students will be teaching English classes at St. 
Paul’s School and helping to put a roof on one of the church buildings, as well as sharing testimonies, 
music and dramas in congregations and at the Gospel meetings. It will be a very full three weeks of 
ministry.  I am looking forward to being there again and seeing the wonderful work of salvation that 
the HOLY SPIRIT is doing in India.  

 In addition if we have enough funds we will also be purchasing bicycles for about 20 or so 
Gospel workers to help them to travel to and within many of the villages, and perhaps also a laptop 
computer for the medical ministry, and a water purifying system for St. Paul’s School.  If  GOD leads 
you to give a Christmas gift to believers in India this year, please consider one of these needs.
